         ·         Staff must carry out strict biosecurity measures when moving between these premises and those with 
                    livestock;
         ·         Collection centres and final users which were registered with DARD before 03 December 2003 and are situated          
                    on premises with livestock may be considered for authorisation subject to adequate biosecurity measures 
                    being in place to prevent the risk of contact between farmed animals and animal by-product.

Requirement. The 2003 Regulations, Reg 8 refers to Article 7 of EU Regulation 1774/2002 requiring that different categories of by-product are transported separately.

Guidance. If you, or anyone acting on your behalf collect and transport animal by-products (including treated by-products) you must comply both with the conditions of transport and record keeping.

RECORD KEEPING
Requirement. EU Regulation 1774/2002, Annex IX requires that in addition to the records to be kept under Collection and Transportation above, collection centres must also record:

         (c) quantity, date and details of the premises to which treated material is taken.

Guidance. Collection centres will produce Specified Risk Material (category 1 animal by-product) when ruminant carcasses are processed. This must be disposed of by rendering or incineration. There must be secure and adequate facilities to store this SRM until disposed of. Whole unused ruminant carcasses will be SRM at the point of disposal. 
 
Storage areas must be covered and leakproof. Skips must be sited on hard standings with proper drainage.
 
Where waste material is mixed with SRM – the mixture all becomes SRM, it must be stained with Patent Blue V and disposed of without undue delay.
 
Unused fallen stock with SRM removed (category 2) and unused category 3 material must be disposed of promptly.

STRUCTURAL STANDARDS FOR COLLECTION CENTRES
Requirement. 
         (a) Premises for processing/treating animal by-products must not be at the same site as a slaughterhouse unless in a          
               completely separate building or part of a building.
         (b) There must be a clean and unclean sector, adequately separated. The unclean area (reception) must have a 
                covered place to receive and store the untreated animal by-product and be constructed in such a way that it is          
                easy to clean and disinfect. Floors must be laid to falls. Premises must have adequate lavatories, changing rooms 
                and wash basins for staff.         
         (c) Where appropriate the premises must have sufficient production capacity for hot water and steam for treating 
               animal by-products.
         (d) To prevent re-contamination of treated product by incoming by-products there must be clear separation 
               between the reception area and areas set aside for storage of treated products.
         (e) There must be adequate facilities for cleaning and disinfecting containers or vehicles in which animal 
               by- products are received and transported.
         (f) There must be a waste-water disposal system meeting the competent authorities requirements.
 
Guidance. The premises must be constructed to ensure separation of the relevant areas and allow routine cleansing and disinfection.
 
Staff amenities may be provided at other buildings but must be dedicated to these premises.
At premises where SRM is removed from carcases, waste-water must be pre-treated by passing it through a 6mm screen. The screenings must be removed as SRM. 
 
Waste-water may be treated on site or sent off for processing. You should contact the Environment and Heritage Service.

Requirement. Animal by-products must be processed as soon as possible after arrival. They must be stored in accordance with the Regulations.
 
Containers, receptacles and vehicles used for transporting untreated material must be cleaned in a designated area which must be situated to prevent risk of contamination of treated products.
 
Waste-water originating in the unclean sector must be treated to ensure, as far as practicable, that no pathogens remain.
 
Systematic preventative measures against birds, rodents, insects and other vermin must be taken. A documented pest control programme must be used for that purpose.
 
Treated products must be handled and stored in such a way as to preclude recontamination.
 
Guidance. In the case of carcases where SRM must be removed, this must be completed as soon as possible after opening the carcase.
 
Pest control programmes may be provided by the operator of the premises. Training for all staff should be adequate to ensure that hygiene standards are maintained.

Guidance. The treatment may be either by staining with a specified colouring agent Black PN or Brilliant Black BN or sterilisation by boiling or steaming under pressure until all material is cooked throughout.
 
         (a) Where treatment is by staining, it must take place before the carcase/meat/material is passed into the clean 
               storage area.
         (b) Where sterilisation is the method used, adequate facilities will be needed between the unclean area and the 
               storage area.

STORAGE AND PACKAGING
Requirement. EU Regulation 1774/2002, Annex IX of the Regulation requires that there is an area for storage of material before dispatch.

Guidance. Adequate separation, by a wall (from floor to ceiling if under 3 metres) and door is required between the storage area and the unclean section.
 
Packaging is expected to be appropriate to the size of the consignment but must ensure that the material is fully covered and leakage is prevented. Name and address of the collection centre must be on a label with the words “not for human consumption”.
