The material must be labelled clearly during transport as detailed in Annex II, Chapter I of the EU Regulation. Reusable containers should be dedicated to the carriage of a particular product to the extent necessary to avoid cross-contamination. The details required on the commercial documents are listed in Annex II, Chapters III and IV of the EU Regulation. LAYOUT OF PREMISES
Requirement. EU Regulation 1774/2002, Annex V, Chapter I.  Rendering plants must be designed, equipped and operated in such a manner as to fulfil the requirements of the Regulation. The operator of a rendering plant must take all necessary precautions to prevent recontamination of the finished product by incoming animal by-products.
 
Guidance. The plant must have adequate separation between processed and unprocessed sectors. There must be clear separation between the unloading area, the processing area and the storage area for the processed product. In addition, the different categories of animal by-products must be kept separate from each other at all times. The unprocessed sector must include a covered area to receive animal by-products, and must be constructed in such a way that it is easy to clean and disinfect. Floors must be laid to facilitate drainage of liquids. If the process requires the size of animal by-products to be reduced, the necessary equipment should be situated in the unprocessed sector, with equipment for loading the crushed animal by-products into the processing unit. Animal by-products must be processed as soon as possible after arrival. They must be stored in accordance with the Regulations until processed. Processed products must not be recontaminated. For processing Category 3 material, plants must have an installation to check for, and remove, extraneous material (packaging, metal objects, etc) in the animal by-products.

Where drainage is not to mains the Environment and Heritage Service (EHS) must be satisfied with the drainage system in place.

Guidance. There must be adequate lavatories, changing rooms and washbasins for staff. There must be a designated cleaning area with adequate facilities for cleaning and disinfecting the containers in which animal by-products are received and the vehicles, in which they are transported. Cleaning procedures must be established and documented. Splashes or run-off from the cleaning areas must not contaminate the processed product. There must be clear separation between processed and unprocessed sectors. Equipment must be disinfected when moving from the unprocessed to processed areas. Footwear and protective clothing must be changed or cleansed and disinfected if moving from unprocessed to processed areas. Vehicle wheels must be disinfected on leaving the unprocessed sector of the plant. Procedures must be established to control the movement of personnel between areas, including proper use of foot baths. Cleaning procedures must be established for all areas of the processing plant. Regular hygiene inspections of the environment and equipment must be carried out and documented. A documented vermin control programme must be in place.

Requirement. EU Regulation 1774/2002, Annex VI, Chapter I, B. All installations in which animal by-products are processed must operate in accordance with the requirements of Annex V, Chapters I, II and III and Annex VI, Chapter I of the Regulations. Operators and owners of rendering plants or their representatives shall put in place a permanent procedure developed in accordance with the principles of the system of hazard analysis and critical control points (HACCP).
 
Guidance. Critical control points must be identified for the processing method. The Methods are specified in Annex V, chapter III. Where heat treatment is required, all installations must be equipped with: (i) measuring equipment to monitor temperature against time and, if necessary, pressure at critical points; (ii) recording devices to record these measurements continuously; and (iii) an adequate safety system to prevent insufficient heating. Installations and equipment must be kept in a good state of repair and measuring equipment must be calibrated at least once a year. Material that has not received the specified heat treatment must be recirculated or reprocessed. LABORATORY INSPECTIONS
Requirement. The Animal By-Products Regulations (NI) 2003, Regulations 18 and 21.
 
Guidance. The plant must have its own laboratory or make use of the services of an external laboratory. The laboratory must be equipped to carry out necessary analyses, must comply with Regulation 21 and be approved by DARD. Samples of Category 1 or 2 processed products destined for landfill or Category 2 processed products destined for biogas or composting plants must be tested weekly and must be free from Clostridium perfringens. Samples of Category 3 processed products must be tested for Salmonella and Enterobacteriaceae. Tests must be carried out weekly, or daily if the products are used in livestock feeds. If any sample fails a test, the reason for failure must be identified, DARD must be informed immediately and the contaminated batch must be reprocessed or disposed of under DARD’s supervision. Following failure, sampling frequency should be increased and extra cleaning should be undertaken where necessary. Any method 7 (1774/2002, Annex V, Chapter III) proposal will require 30-day testing.
