DESCRIPTION

This document describes the data contained in the matched school level attainment and finance data for 2009. 
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FILE FORMAT AND CONVENTIONS
Format

1. Rows in the file are identified by different record types depending on what the data represents. The record types are given below:
Record 1 - institution level data (except special schools)

Record 2 - institution level data (special schools)
Rounding convention
2. Where figures are rounded to whole numbers, any fractions of 0.5 and above are rounded up, anything less than 0.5 is rounded down, e.g. 85.5000 is rounded to 86, and 85.4586 is rounded to 85.
3. Where figures are rounded to one decimal place, any fractions of 0.05 and above are rounded up, and anything less than 0.05 is rounded down, e.g. 15.4500 is rounded to 15.5 and 15.4459 is rounded to 15.4.

4. Any cases of percentages greater than 100% are rounded down to 100%.
5. Contextual value added measures – the order of rounding will always round away from zero i.e. 2.75 will round to 2.8 and –2.75 will round to –2.8.
Decimal places and percentage signs

6. In all files, all institution level percentages, except the absence and SEN percentages, are rounded to whole numbers.

7. Absence percentages, and the SEN percentage fields, are rounded to 1 decimal place. Where a figure of less than 0.05% but greater than zero occurs, these fields contain the character "&", and this will be published as "(".

8. Where percentage figures appear in any field, the "%" sign appears alongside them.

9. All average point scores are rounded to one decimal place.
10. Contextual value added measures are rounded to one decimal place.
COVERAGE: SCHOOLS INCLUDED

11. This file contains all schools that are published in the KS4 Achievement and Attainment Tables (AATs) and/or submit data for the Section 251 outturn collection.

12. The following schools are excluded:

· primary schools;

· pupil referral units;

· hospital schools;

· unclassified test/exam centres.

Contextual information fields

14. For those institutions which are in the KS5 Achievement and Attainment Tables, a symbol appears alongside their entry.  The file contains a 0 to indicate that the school is not in the KS5 tables or a 1 to indicate that it is in the KS5 tables. The published symbol is:

21. Gender of entry: this field may have a different value in the Key Stage 4  tables and the Post-16 tables, as the latter shows the gender of entry for the sixth form.  The field contains the following words (not numeric codes):

i. BOYS, GIRLS, MIXED

22. Age range: this is shown as a single field, e.g. 11 to 16 age range schools will be shown as "11-16".  

23. No confirmation received that the school has checked its data: where no confirmation has been received that the school has checked its data, the field contains an "R".  Where confirmation has been received, the field is left blank

24. The following 8 fields are left blank for special schools:

· Number of pupils on roll with statements of SEN or on School Action Plus; 

· The percentage of pupils on roll with statements of SEN or on School Action Plus; 

· Number of pupils on roll with SEN without statements on School Action; 

· The percentage of pupils on roll with SEN without statements on School Action; 

· Number of Key Stage 4 pupils on roll with statements of SEN or on School Action Plus; 

· The percentage of Key Stage 4 pupils on roll with statements of SEN or on School Action Plus; 

· Number of Key Stage 4 pupils on roll with SEN without statements on School Action; 

· The percentage of Key Stage 4 pupils on roll with SEN without statements on School Action. 

Examination Results
25. Results consist of GCSEs and other approved qualifications from Summer 2009, Winter 2008, and any previous results for pupils at the end of Key Stage 4 in summer 2009.
Contextual Value Added including English and maths
26. In 2009 the Contextual Value Added measure has been revised to include a bonus for achievement in English and maths. Further details can be found in ‘A Technical Guide to Contextual Value Added (including English and maths) Key Stage 2 to 4: 2009 Model’ on the DfE website under Performance Tables, link is: http://www.dcsf.gov.uk/performancetables/schools_09/s3.shtml 
27. A coverage indicator is published for the KS2-KS4 contextual value added measures to show the percentage of pupils included in the calculation.  Where coverage is less than 50% of the cohort, the school’s contextual value added measure is suppressed with the symbol ‘#’. 
28. The CVA including English and maths only applies to maintained schools and non-maintained special schools. It is not published for independent schools or independent special schools, and this is shown in the excel file with the symbol ‘;’.
KS2 – KS4 Progression Measures
29. KS2 – KS4 progression measures in English and maths were published in the AATs for the first time in 2009. Further information can be found in the guidance on KS2 – KS4 progress measures, found on the DfE website in the Performance Tables section, link is: http://www.dcsf.gov.uk/performancetables/schools_09/s11.shtml
30. A coverage indicator is published for the KS2 - KS4 progression measure to show the percentage of pupils included in the calculation.  Where coverage is less than 50% of the cohort in either English or maths, the school’s KS2 - KS4 progression measure is suppressed with the symbol ‘#’.
31. The KS2 – KS4 progression measures are published for maintained schools, academies and City Technology Colleges only. They are not published for independent schools, independent special schools and non-maintained special schools. This is shown in the file with the symbol ‘;’.
Small schools
32. If there are 10 or fewer pupils in any published statistic denominator then that statistic is suppressed. Each suppressed field will contain a single ‘<’.
Closed schools
33. Schools that closed after the January school census are published in the AATs. Closed schools are flagged as 1 in the ‘Closed School’ column. Closed schools with be published with “(closed)” next to the school name.
No data

Overall and persistent absence
34. Where there has been no absence return or an invalid absence return, the character "+" appears in the absence fields.  

35. Where an absence return is not required, the character "@" appears in the absence fields.  Note that this applies to independent schools and special schools.

GCSE and equivalencies
36. GCSEs and equivalencies - for all schools (except special schools) with at least one Key Stage 4 pupil but no entries for examinations, dashes "-" will be published.

37. GCSE and equivalencies - for special schools with at least one Key Stage 4 pupil but no entries for examinations, the character "$" will appear in the appropriate fields. This will be published as "NE” (meaning Not Entered).

Historical GCSE and Equivalent data

38. There are several types of 'missing' data within the historical data fields that are published in the bar chart in the Key Stage 4 Achievement and Attainment Tables. 
39. All schools which were not published in the tables in a specific year or were published as a new school: these fields will contain tildes "~".  This will be printed as N/A against the relevant year within the bar chart.

40. All schools without GCSE and Equivalent entries in a specific year (but which were published in the tables and had pupils at the end of Key Stage 4): these fields will contain underscores "_".  This will be printed as N/A against the relevant year within the bar chart.

41. All schools without pupils at the end of Key Stage 4 in a specific year (but which were published in the tables and were not new): these fields will contain backquote “`”.  This will be printed as N/A against the relevant year within the bar chart.
42. All schools where the number of pupils at the end of Key Stage 4 in the denominator of any statistic is 10 or fewer: these fields will contain “<”. This will be printed as N/A against the relevant year within the bar chart.
New institutions
43. New maintained schools, CTCs and Academies are published in the Achievement and Attainment Tables.  For each of these institutions, the tables show the name, address, postcode, telephone number, institution type, admissions policy, gender of entry, and age range, followed by some text explaining that the institution is new.  No other data are shown.

· New schools are published in the Secondary Achievement and Attainment Tables - they will be listed alphabetically within the main list of institutions.

· New schools have background data in the columns ‘record type’ to ‘no confirmation that school has checked its data’. 
· The column ‘number of pupils on roll (all pupils)’ contains a '!' symbol, and this is published as 'Not applicable. Institution opened after January 2009’.  

· All other fields for new institutions are empty.
NOTES ON THE FINANCE DATA

44. Local Authorities are required under section 251 of the Apprenticeships, Skills, Children and Learning Act 2009 to prepare and submit an education and children’s social care outturn statement (containing details of the LA and school expenditure for the previous financial year).
45. The section 251 data combined with data on pupil numbers are used to calculate the expenditure per pupil for each school. This information has been presented in column 72 “2008-09 Expenditure Per Pupil” of the publication file. 

46.
School net expenditure is calculated as the difference between their non-capital expenditure and the income generated by the school as reported in the 2008-09 Section 251 Outturn. Details on the items used in this calculation (codes E01 to E29, E31, E32, I07 to I13, I17) can be found in the guidance on the Consistent Financial Reporting (CFR) website at http://www.standards.dcsf.gov.uk/vfm/financial/guide/.

47.
To calculate a per pupil figure per school the school net expenditure is divided by the number of pupils in the school. The pupil figures used are the full time equivalent pupils and are weighted for the financial year 2008-09. All net expenditure data are as reported by local authorities.
48.
Independent schools and academies do have attainment data but they are not covered by the Section 251 local authority finance collection (outside of local authority control). As such these schools do not provide finance data that can be used to calculate a per pupil expenditure figure.
49.
In addition to the school level expenditure per pupil data, column 73 “2008-09 DSG + Grants per pupil” shows the average level of funding (in cash terms) per pupil (those aged 3-19) within the local authority. This data covers funding through the Dedicated Schools Grant (DSG), School Standards Grant (Personalisation) and Standards Fund as well as funding from the Learning and Skills Council; it excludes grants which are not allocated at LA level.

50. Care should be taken when comparing expenditure and funding figures as the latter are at local authority level and include all phases, rather than just the phase of the school it is attached to. As the Dedicated Schools Grant is distributed through a single guaranteed unit of funding per pupil aged 3-15, no primary/secondary split of these figures is available.

51. Those schools not within local authority control (Independents, Academies etc.) will not have an associated LA per pupil funding figure. In addition figures for City of London and the Isles of Scilly have been removed due to their size and because the scope of their funding from DfE differs to that of other LAs. 
52. In addition to finance data not being available for independent schools or academies there will be a small number of other schools where either attainment and/or finance data are not available. For example, there will be incomplete data where schools are newly open or closed or where their data is contained in another school's entry (e.g. where an infant and junior school have combined their return).
