Freedom of Information Request 
You asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):

1. A list of cars purchased where the order date occurs within financial years a) 2011-12 and b) 2012-13.

For each car, please provide:

i) Order date

ii) Make

iii) Model

iv) Price paid

v) CO2 g/km
Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the department holds information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you in the attached spreadsheet. 
Please note that each and every car is procured on the basis of an audited business case. For example the user department has to be able to justify the cost (both economic and environmental) of purchasing and operating the vehicle on behalf of the business. The primary aim for purchasing a vehicle will be to either transport staff, inmates, those in custody and/or goods or equipment in the most secure and cost effective way.
 

Each request for a vehicle has to be accompanied by a business case showing that alternative means of travel such as public transport, taxis, or hire cars have been considered. Official vehicles must be of a type and standard most suited to the needs of the work that has to be undertaken frequently. The status of the user must not be a deciding factor in the choice of the vehicle that is acquired.
 

If during the working lifetime of the vehicle the original structure of the business case changes (such as a decrease in mileage/utilisation) then the vehicle may be withdrawn from service, or re-assigned to other duties.
