Freedom of Information Request 
You ask for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):

Any statistics recording the number of persons sentenced to detention at Her Majesty's pleasure under section 53 of the Children and Young Persons Act 1933 and sections 90 and 92 of the Powers of the Criminal Courts (Sentencing) Act 2000 annually since 2008 and their age at the time of sentencing.

By omitting the information regarding the persons' age at the time of commission of the offence, I hope that you will be able to respond to my request within the statutory limit of expense.

Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the department holds the information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you. 
The number of persons sentenced to an immediate custody under section 90 to 92 of the Powers of the Criminal Courts (Sentencing) Act 2000, by age, in England and Wales, from 2008 to 2011 (latest available) can be viewed in the attached table. 

Please note that sections 90 to 92 of the Powers of the Criminal Court (Sentencing) Act 2000 repealed section 53 of the Children and Young Persons Act 1933, therefore figures have only been provided for the former. 

Court proceedings data for 2012 are planned for publication in May 2013.
You have the right to appeal our decision if you think it is incorrect. Details can be found in the ‘How to Appeal’ section attached at the end of this letter.
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
