The total number of scheduled IPP Parole hearings at HMP Leyhill that were rescheduled after an initial date was organised and properly in the diary.

Since 2011, 48 parole hearings have been rescheduled at HMP Leyhill after an initial date was organised. The Parole Board does not hold data in respect of rescheduled hearings prior to 2011 as their database did not have the facility to record this information. 

Question 3 

Of the total in 1) above, how many resulted in IPP Prisoners being recommended for release? 

Of the total number of IPP Parole Hearings held at HMP Leyhill from May 2010 to date, 25 IPP prisoners were recommended for release.
Question 4 

Of the total numbers in 2) above, what is the longest individual delay, the shortest delay and the mean average delay?

The Parole Board does not currently record the length of the delay on its systems and is not able to provide this information.

Of those above in 1) How many IPP Prisoners were refused release as a result of ONLY the OMU not recommending release?
