Freedom of Information Request
You ask for the following information from the Ministry of Justice:

How many people under the age of 18 were arrested for the possession of indecent images of children or pseudo-images of children in the years 2010 and 2011? 

Broken down into, the number of young boys (10-14), young girls (10-14), boys (15-17), girls (15-17)? – 

How many people under the age of 18 received a reprimand or final warning for the possession of indecent images or pseudo-images of children in the years 2010 and 2011? 

Further to this, what was the break down of young boys, (10-14), young girls, teenage boys (15-17), girls (15-17) for the years 2010 and 2011? –

How many people under the age of 18 appeared in court facing charges of possessing an indecent image or pseudo images of children in the years 2010 and 2011? 

Again could I have a break down into, young boys (10-14), young girls (10-14), boys (15-17) and girls (15-17), years 2010, 2011? – 

Also, How many people under the age of 18 were found guilty and received a sentence either custodial or not for the possession of indecent images or pseudo-images of children in the years 2010, 2011? 

Broken down into the number of young boys (10-14), and so on... in the years 2010 and 2011? – 

How many people under the age of 18 were found not guilty in the years 2010 and 2011 for the possession of indecent images or pseudo-images of children? Broken down as above... 

- How many young people under the age of 18 were barred from working with children or vulnerable adults for the specific offence of possessing indecent images or pseudo-images of children in the years 2010, 2011? Again broken down into young boys (10-14), and so on... in the years 2010 and 2011? 

Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).
I can confirm that the department holds some of the information that you have asked for and we are pleased to provide it to you.
The number of juvenile offenders given a reprimand or final warning for offences of possession of indecent photographs or pseudo-photographs or prohibited images of children, in England and Wales, in 2010 and 2011, can be viewed in Table 1. 

The number of juvenile defendants proceeded against at magistrates courts, and the number of juvenile offenders convicted and sentenced at all courts, for offences of possession of indecent photographs or pseudo-photographs or prohibited images of children, with sentence breakdown, in England and Wales, in 2010 and 2011, can be viewed in Table 2. This includes data on those proceedings where the defendant was not convicted for any reason at the magistrates’ courts, committals for trial at the Crown Court as an outcome at magistrates’ courts, and those defendants not tried or acquitted at the Crown Court. There are no juveniles who have been barred from working with children and vulnerable adults as a result of a finding of guilt for these offences. 
Please note the Ministry of Justice does not hold data on arrests.  This data is held by the police forces in England and Wales.
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
