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Freedom of Information Request 

You asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):

Please supply the names of all prisons currently equipped with a videolink to a HM Courts & Tribunal Service Immigration hearing centre (not magistrate court, not crown court) for the purpose of hearing immigration bail applications.

Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the department holds information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you. 

If a prison has a secure video unit (installed in an appropriate location) and the HMCTS Immigration hearing centre has the appropriate video end point available to accommodate the hearing then a video link could be facilitated for the purpose of hearing immigration bail applications.  When listing a hearing the court or hearing centre can initiate a request to the prison for the hearing to be heard over video. 

Prison to Court Video Links, are available at all “local” prisons and are regularly used to facilitate Prison to Court hearings at Magistrates and Crown courts and at the HMCTS IT hearing centres.
