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Freedom of Information Request 
You ask for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):

I would like a annual break down of the number of people who have been prosecuted and successfully convicted under the Crime and Disorder Act 1998 in England. I am specifically interested to find out the number of this times this piece of government legislation has been used successfully and ended in a conviction.
Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the department holds the information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you. 
The number of defendants proceeded against at magistrates' court and offenders found guilty at all courts for offences under the Crime and Disorder Act 1998, in England, from 2002 to 2012 (latest available) can be viewed in the attached table. 
Please note that the increase in prosecutions and convictions recorded under the Act in 2009 can be partially explained by the inclusion from 2009 onwards of the offences of a breach of an Anti-Social Behaviour Order and a breach of a Sex Offender Order within the statistics (accounting for 4,800 prosecutions a year on average since 2009), which were previously not counted within the figures due to central recording issues. Further, prior in 2009, a number of racially or religiously aggravated offences under SS.28-32 of the Crime and Disorder Act 1998 were also excluded (accounting 6,400 prosecutions a year on average since 2010), counted instead as being proceeded against under similar racially or religiously aggravated offences under other statutes.
