Your request in relation to HMPs Usk, Risley and Whatton is being handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000. 
 

I can confirm that the Ministry of Justice holds information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you. 

1. When are the next three extended SOTP programmes scheduled to run at HMPs Usk, Whatton and Risley?

HMP Usk currently runs one Extended SOTP group per year. The 2013 group is currently running and due to finish in December 2013. The next group is due to commence in April 2014. 
HMP Risley runs one Extended programme per year. The delivery schedule is yet to be finalised but it is expected that another programme will commence in May 2014. 

HMP Whatton has two groups scheduled for May and September 2014.
The commissioning round for 2014–15 will set new programme delivery targets and details will be available from April 2014. 
2. 
How many men are on the waiting list for those programmes?

Referrals and assessments for the three sites are currently reported slightly differently.  Hence a simple number to answer this question can be misleading.   HMPs Usk and Risley generally assess those referred within the prison or from other sites as a programme is approaching.  At HMP Whatton, which is the largest provider of ESOTP of the three sites, all cases are assessed at an earlier stage meaning that their response covers the whole prison, not just those referred.

There are currently nine men at HMP Usk awaiting the programme and a further three referrals have been accepted and are currently awaiting transfer from other establishments. 

At HMP Risley there are two men waiting for ESOTP and five at HMP Wymott awaiting transfer. In addition, they have around 12 referrals for men at prisons outside the north-west who are not at Risley. 

There are currently 83 men identified for ESOTP at HMP Whatton.

Some of the cases listed have older tariffs.  These cases have more recently started to engage with the treatment process despite having been in the criminal justice system for some years. Men are prioritised for treatment on the basis of whether they are at or over tariff.  However, they are also prioritised on the basis of their motivation to engage. Therefore, there will be a spread of tariff dates from old to relatively recent depending on who is engaging with treatment teams at any one time.
