You ask for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):

Under the Freedom of Information Act I ask that you confirm how many women were sentenced to immediate custody in the Magistrates Courts of Thanet, Dover, Canterbury, Folkestone and Ashford and the Crown Courts of Thanet, Canterbury and Ashford.  The information should relate to the most recent year for which you have statistics.  I trust that your information can be broken down to this local level as London statistics are possibly very different to rural Kent stats.

On reading your Statistics Brief, in an attempt to find the information I need, I note that you state it is no longer possible to describe the sentencing by gender.  I will accept information broken down by the three classifications you quote of Male, Female and Not Stated.  

Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the department holds the information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you. 
The number of defendants sentenced to immediate custody for all offences in East Kent Local Justice Area (magistrates’ courts) and Canterbury Crown Court, by sex for 2012 (latest available) can be viewed in the table. 
Figures for East Kent Local Justice area are provided as this is lowest level at which magistrates’ courts data are held in the Courts Proceedings database. There are no Crown Courts in Thanet or Ashford.
