Thank you for your FOI enquiry detailed below.
     Would you please provide the total number of journeys taken by each minister in your department in ministerial cars in the 2012/13 financial year - broken down by month.

Could you also state, for each month, how many of the total journeys for each minister were only used to transport their red boxes (and not themselves).

I note this information has all been provided for previous periods on a government-wide basis, for example in an FOI response from the Department for Transport dated 25 August 2011. The DfT no longer holds this information centrally, which is why I am submitting this request to individual departments.

I am writing to tell you that we have completed our search for this information, and that no journeys were taken by the Advocate General in ministerial cars during 2012/13 and on no occasion during this period were ministerial cars used to transport red boxes. The current Advocate General has not used a ministerial car for a number of years. 
If you are dissatisfied with the treatment of your request, you can ask OAG to conduct an internal review of its decision.  The internal review will be conducted by someone other than the person who took the initial decision.
