You asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):

“(1) In the period January 2011 – Present, what was the percentage of energy 

       used by the prison estate which came from on-site renewable sources?

 (2) To what extent has NOMS fulfilled its obligations under the UK carbon 

       plan?

 (3) How many prisons use on-site renewable energy sources and to what 

       extent are they used?”
I confirm that your request has been handled in handled in accordance with the Environmental Information Regulations 2004. 
I confirm that the Department holds the information you have requested. As part of your request you stated that you would be content to receive a reply to question (3) instead of question (1) and I am therefore pleased to provide answers to your questions (2) and (3) as follows:

· The National Offender Management Service’s (NOMS) progress under the UK carbon plan is reported on as part of the MoJ’s performance under the Greening Government Commitments. A report on this initiative published on 14th December 2012 showed that the MoJ had reduced its Greenhouse Gas Emissions by 12% since February 2011. The Department target is to achieve a 25% reduction by 2015 ; 
· There are currently 44 prisons that use some form of on-site renewable energy, including solar power and biomass generators. During 2012-13 141.1 kilowatts of energy was generated using these sources.
