Ideally Deputy DJ numbers as well but I appreciate DDJ’s are more fluid as they are not based in one court so if the DDJ figure is not easily  possible I am not concerned about that.”

There are no Civil High Court Judges based in Wales as they are all deployed to the RCJ, however since the introduction of the CCA all High Court Judge's are able to sit in Wales. There are 10 Circuit Judges in Wales who sit on civil work. This figure of 10 includes 3 senior Circuit Judges
 

There are currently 24 county court District Judges in Wales, although we are carrying a vacancy which should be filled in April, and will take us to 25. All of these hear civil work.
 

There are currently 51 DDJs in Wales, all of whom hear civil work.
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
