FREEDOM OF INFORMATION REQUEST 

Thank you for your FOI question received on 16th May  in which you ask:

1. Please list any social media accounts and YouTube or other video/audio channels maintained or contributed to by the department.
2. How many members of staff are briefed with maintaining the department’s presence on social media and YouTube or other video/audio channels? How many of these are full-time/fully devoted to these tasks?
3. What is the department's budget/projected spend for the next twelve months (up to the 2015 general election) for social media and video/audio channels?
- 3a. What areas will this spend focus on?

(Plus a further 11 questions)
Having completed our search for information I can tell you that the Office of the Advocate General has no social media accounts and no video or audio channels are maintained or contributed to by the department. No members of staff are involved in any work on social media sites and there is no budget spend projected for the next 12 months.  Equally there has been no money spend on social media training during the last five years. The answers to your other questions are therefore non applicable.

The internal review will be conducted by someone other than the person who took the initial decision.
