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This document is an addendum to Graduate employment figures from the Labour Force Survey: January to March 2014. BIS regularly conducts internal analysis of the Labour Force Survey (LFS). A breakdown of the employment rates of younger graduates follows: 

· 92.4% of graduates aged 25-30 are employed today, compared to 93.4% in Q1 2008.

· 78.5% of graduates aged 18-24 are employed today, compared to 79.9% in Q1 2008.
· 65.5% of graduates aged 25-30 are today in high-skilled employment, compared to 72.0% in Q1 2008.

· 43.5% of graduates aged 18-24 are today in high-skilled employment, compared to 48.7% in Q1 2008.
