You asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ) about a White Renault Traffic Van (LX60 BBE)  which you stated the Prison Service operates and is fitted with Blue lights:
“Please tell me:

· What is the role/function/purpose of this vehicle?


· What equipment has been added to this vehicle above the manufacturer’s standard (Radios, cells etc)?

Additonally:

· What legal basis does HMPS rely on to allow its officers/staff to drive using blue lights/contravene speed limits?

· How many HMPS staff are permitted to use blue lights?”
Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the department holds information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you. 
LX60 BBE is a vehicle used by the Prison Service to convey staff and equipment to major incidents in prison establishments.
The vehicle has been fitted with blue lights and a two tone horn. It also has hands free cradles for telephone and radios.
The legal authority for staff to drive this vehicle is included in Special Order VS 63/2012 under Section 44 of the Road Traffic Act.
There are 195 Prison Service staff, who have received bespoke training from the police, which permits them to use blue lights and two tone horns.
