Freedom of Information Request 
You asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):

 “1) Numbers of first time adult offenders by local authority for the period 2000 - 2013 (annual year to December)
 2) Rates of first time adult offenders by local authority. for the period 2000 - 2013 (annual year to December) I understand that Table Q6i requires mapping sentencing outcomes for individuals to Local Authorities using their home address or postcode recorded by the police on the Police National Computer. For those with no address recorded, a model based on the patterns of offenders dealt with by police stations has been used to allocate offenders to Local Authorities at an aggregate level. If it is not possible to apply this mapping to calculate adult numbers/rates (rather than 10-17 numbers/rates) then could the tables please be compiled for adult offenders with known postcodes by local authority .
 3) Numbers of first time juvenile offenders with known postcodes aged 16 and 17 to the criminal justice system by local authority for the period 2000 - 2013 (annual year to December) 
4) Rates of first time juvenile offenders with known postcodes aged 16 and 17 to the criminal justice system by local authority for the period 2000 - 2013 (annual year to December)”
Your request has been passed to me as I have responsibility for answering requests which relate to statistics on offenders in England and Wales and your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the department holds the information that you have requested and I am pleased to provide this to you in tables 1 and 2 in the accompanying Excel document.

Crime is falling and less people are entering the criminal justice system. Those who do offend are more likely to go to prison and for longer.

Table 1 shows the number of adult first time entrants to criminal justice system in England and Wales by local authority of residence for those with a known postcode on the Police National Computer, 2000-2013 
Table 2 shows the number of first time entrants to the criminal justice system aged between 16 and 17 in England and Wales by local authority of residence for those with a known postcode on the Police National Computer, 2000-2013.

We have not calculated the rates for you, but are providing you with the link to the population estimates to give you the flexibility to calculate the rates to best suit your needs.
The figures provided have been drawn from an extract of the Police National Computer (PNC) data held by the Department. The PNC holds details of all convictions and cautions given for recordable offences and include a number of offences where it is not possible for offenders to be given a custodial sentence. As with any large scale recording system the PNC is subject to possible errors with data entry and processing so data provided may be subject to revision.
