Please could you send me a copy of all correspondence between the Office of the Advocate General for Scotland and the Scottish National Party (SNP) from 18.12.2013 to present?  Note A: Correspondence includes but is not limited to: memos, emails, letters, minutes from meetings, and recordings of and notes taken about phone conversations.  It also includes all documents which directly or indirectly discuss such correspondence e.g. notes from a meeting in which correspondence with SNP or Yes Scotland was discussed.  Note B: This includes all permanent and temporary staff at the Office of the Advocate General for Scotland. 

I can now tell you that having concluded our search for information, the Office of the Advocate General does not hold any of the information you have requested.
If you are dissatisfied with the treatment of your request, you may ask the Office of the Advocate General to conduct an internal review of its decision.  The internal review will be conducted by someone other than the person who took the initial decision.  Requests for internal review should be addressed to the Information Officer, Office the Advocate General, Victoria Quay, Edinburgh, EH6 6QQ.
