“Could you please say when Judge C R Fairclough became a judge, when he retired, at what level he worked at, which courts he would have been working at and any other information that you might have about this person.

I have from MOJ that he was working at the CJC Court in Manchester in the years 2007/8 onwards?

Could I also have his full name?”

Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the department holds information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you. 

The Judge’s full name is Charles Richard Fairclough.  He was a District Judge at Manchester County Court and Manchester District Registry of the High Court from April 1995.  He retired on 31st July 2013 and has sat in retirement from 1st August 2013 to date as a Deputy District Judge. 

In your request you also ask for “any other information we have on him”. I must inform you that to be able to provide you with any information we need to know exactly what you require.
