You asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice:
I am responsible for helping to ensure Mercedes-Benz Financial Services UK Limited complies with it its anti-money laundering (AML) obligations under the Terrorism Act and Proceeds of Crime Act.

 

Part of my remit includes delivering AML training and briefings and, as such, I want to know if you are able to provide any information or statistics for conviction rates in relation to ‘Failure to disclose’ and ‘Tipping off’ offences, as described in to sections 330, 331, 332 or 333 of the Act (http://www.legislation.gov.uk/ukpga/2002/29/part/7).

 

I have looked at a number of the statistical reports on your website but the closest I can find is prosecutions for money laundering offences under PoCA.  However, this is not broken down any further.

Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA),.

Money laundering is a serious crime, which is why the maximum sentence is 14 years in prison.
I can confirm that the department holds the information that you have asked for;
