Annex B - Calculations used in ‘the link between absence and attainment at KS2 and KS4’ statistical release

1. Pupils have been split into one per cent percentage point and percentile brackets according to their overall absence rates.

Percentage point:
For each key stage, pupils were grouped according to their overall absence rates across their full key stage.

Percentile:
For each key stage, pupils were placed in ascending order of their overall absence rate, then split into one per cent brackets so that each bracket represents around one per cent of the total end of key stage pupils.

In some years, there are a relatively large number of cases with zero absence across both KS4 years (more than one per cent), this results in fewer than 100 percentile brackets (as would be expected).

When there are multiple identical values at a cutpoint, they have been included in the same interval; therefore the numbers of pupils in each bracket are not exactly equal.
