· Failure to comply with the conditions of the licence is an offence under the Animal Health Act 1981 and the Animal Gatherings Order 2010 and may render a person liable to prosecution and heavy penalties on conviction.

· In addition, breaches of the provisions of the licence or the Animal Gatherings Order 2010 may lead to this licence being suspended, made subject to additional conditions or being revoked without further notice.
