	The effective date for Opting Out of the Scheme will be the first pay period beginning on or after the date on which the option was exercised and submitted to Veterans UK. The exception to this is when the Service Person has been a member for a period less than three months since the first day of service, in which case, the first day of service will be used. Any Added Pension contributions that are being made will cease.  By Opting Out of the Scheme, Service Personnel are no longer eligible for ill-health or death benefits, however, they will still be eligible to receive compensation from the Armed Forces Compensation Scheme and/or the War Pension Scheme for any illness or injury that is attributable to service. Reservists who have opted out are eligible to apply to the MOD to make employer contributions (for periods of mobilisation) into a civilian occupational pension scheme.
