Thank you for your email of 16 April 2015 requesting information under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).  You asked:
“What was the Office of the Advocate General for Scotland​'s total spend on recruitment for the financial year 2014/2015?
How many positions have you advertised in the same date period (i.e. last financial year)?
What were the position titles that were advertised (e.g. administrator)?
What dates were these positions advertised?
What dates were these positions filled?
How many of these positions were filled?”
Having concluded our search, I can confirm that we do not hold the information you have requested. The Office of the Advocate General (OAG) does not employ staff directly, all positions are filled through assignments, loans or secondments mainly from other government bodies, principally the Scottish Government and the Ministry of Justice. The recruitment of legal staff is done internally  through the Government Legal Service for Scotland, which OAG is part of, or the Ministry of Justice. Any administrative recruitment is through internal Civil Service advertising or through a recruitment agency for temporary staff.

 If you are dissatisfied with the treatment of your request, you can ask OAG to conduct an internal review of its decision.  The internal review will be conducted by someone other than the person who took the initial decision.  Requests for internal review should be addressed to the Information Officer, Office of the Solicitor to the Advocate General, Victoria Quay, Edinburgh, EH6 6QQ.
