The Environment Agency (‘the Agency’) gives notice that it proposes to carry out improvement works to Fishlake stream near Romsey Industrial Estate (between SU 35429 22070 and SU 35429 22035).  The proposed improvement works will involve the following: Installation of wooden posts in a 40m section of the stream, removal of silt from between the posts and placement of the silt behind them. This will result in improved flows and capacity of the Fishlake stream and reduce the flood risk in Romsey town centre. 

The Agency considers that the improvement works are not likely to have significant effects on the environment and does not intend to prepare an Environmental Statement in respect of them.
