Summary
1. Board members will be familiar with the areas covered by this report, which provides a high level summary for each of Ofsted’s strategic priorities.

2. Board members are asked to note in particular that:
Better outcomes
3. At the end of the second quarter (30 September 2012), inspections in all remits except Early Years Post-Registration inspections were on target.

4. In the first three months following the introduction of the new school inspection framework in January 2012, 7% of schools inspected were judged outstanding, 50% good, 34% satisfactory and 9 % inadequate. In the autumn term of the academic year 2009/10, when Ofsted last introduced an amended school inspection framework, 9% of schools were judged outstanding, 40% good, 40% satisfactory and 10% inadequate.
5. Inspection outcomes from all of Ofsted’s key remits are included within the main report on pages 4 and 5.

Better inspection and regulation
6. Training for inspectors in the new school inspection framework (for introduction in September) and for the new ITE framework (for implementation Nov-12) was completed in August and September.

7. The revised framework for the inspection of adoption support agencies and the Common Inspection Framework was implemented in September, with inspector training having been completed earlier in July.
8. Feedback from providers following their inspections remains largely positive, with at least 93% of schools satisfied with the way their inspection was carried out.

Better public involvement

9. Recently published survey reports include:

· Protecting disabled children’ (22 August 2012);

· Getting to good, Pupil Premium and initial data from Early entry to GCSE examination (20 September 2012);

· ‘Music in schools: sound partnerships’  (5 October 2012).

10. Four individual consultations have been launched since June, on new or revised 
frameworks for Residential Family Centres, Children Looked After and Multi-
Agency inspections and on Ofsted’s Complaints Handling Functions.
11. New means of obtaining the views of stakeholders online have been 
introduced, including ‘Learner View’ and ‘Point in Time’.
Better ways of working
12. The new Finance, Communications and Media structures were confirmed in September/October.
13. The Civil Service Staff Survey was undertaken in October.
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
