1.1 This FORM OF AGREEMENT shall be read and construed together with the enclosed Terms and Conditions of Contract – SCHEDULE A and the Specification Requirements for E-Bulk Data Processor – SCHEDULE B.  Together these documents shall form the whole Contract between the Parties.
2 PROGRAMME OF WORK 
2.1 The CONTRACTOR shall be required to provide the SERVICES in accordance with the enclosed Specification Requirements for E-Bulk Data Processor – SCHEDULE B.
3 CONSIDERATION
3.1 In consideration of the DBS engaging the CONTRACTOR to process the SERVICES on its behalf, the CONTRACTOR shall comply with all security, confidentiality and all other obligations that shall be imposed on it under the Contract and irrespective of whether these obligations are expressed or otherwise implied.
4 MANAGEMENT OF THE CONTRACT
