During transport the vehicles and containers must be labelled with the category of by-product and the words ‘organic fertilisers or soil improvers/ no grazing of farmed animals or use of crops as herbage during at least 21 days following application’ must be applied to all packaging, unless it is in ready to sell packages of not more than 50kg in weight for use by final users in horticulture, sports grounds or gardening and to the vehicle, if the transport is in bulk.
If facilities for cleansing and disinfecting the delivery vehicles are not available on site they may be provided off site. Give details of the off site cleansing facility.
