DESCRIPTION

[bookmark: _GoBack]This document describes the data contained in the 2017 local authority level cross border movement tables and matrix files.  
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Overview

The information contained in the local authority cross border movement files is sourced from the pupil level data collected from primary schools, secondary schools, city technology colleges, academies and special schools as part of the School Census, collected in January 2017.  

Unlike the main national and LA tables of this release, the cross border movement data tables do not includePupil level data is also collected from pupils in nursery schools or and pupil referral units, and school level data is collected fromnor do they include the results of the school level independent schools and general hospital school censuses. They also remove pupils in nursery or early years of primary or all through schools, and pupils in sixth form (other than in special schools).

Therefore, iIf summed, the data supplied in this file may not total add up to national or regional figures provided in the main tables due to suppression.

A full description of the methods used in the collection of this data can be found in the PDF version of the SFR.

Changes since 2016

The creation of these tables requires information on the local authority in which the pupil resides – that is, the home authority. Where this information was not available then the pupil has been excluded.

Improved processing of and access to the school census datasets since 2016 has resulted in more records having home authority information included. As a result we have been able to include a greater proportion of the school population in the cross border movement tables, and the totals are likely to be higher than in 2016. 

Because of these improvements it is no longer appropriate to compare the results with 2002, as we would not be comparing like with like. Consequently, all of the ‘% point change since 2002’ columns in tables 12a to 12c have been removed.     

File format and conventions

Format

Rows are identified as one for each local authority, as well (for SFR20_2016_CBM_NCYrGrp_UD.csv only) as rows for each region and for England.

Rounding Convention

No rounding has been used in these filesPercentages have been rounded to one decimal place where applicable.

The files include solely registered and main registration of dually registered pupils in the following school types:

Please note that all indicators exclude pupils whose resident local authority is unknown. due to missing or invalid postcode information.  However, the indicator ‘Prim/Sec/Spec_Att_inc_unknown_2015’ gives the number of pupils attending school within the local authority including those pupils with unknown resident local authority, which is used in the calculation for the percentage of pupils with a valid postcodephase-specific cross border movement datasets each include a row giving the number of records with an unknown home authority, split by the local authority of the school attended.

Pupils reported to be boarders are excluded from the totals and calculations in the cross border movement tables. However,  from the indicators; there is however an additional field column in tables 12a to 12c indicating the number of pupils reported to be boarders in each local authority.
