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Definitions of each workbook

The following workbooks are provided for each region and pollutant:
IncCases_[Pollutant]_[Region] – This work book contains the annual cases of incidence in each scenario and the cumulative cases of incidence in each scenario.
IncAvoid_[Pollutant]_[Region]  –  This work book contains the annual cases of incidence avoided in each scenario relative to baseline and the cumulative cases of incidence avoided in each scenario relative to baseline.
PrevAvoid_[Pollutant]_[Region]  –  This work book contains the annual prevalence cases avoided in each scenario relative to baseline.

Each spreadsheet is set up with the following tabs:

Base Table – this contains the raw output annual data by disease and scenario in rates per 100,000
Population Scaling – these values are the population values used to scale up the output data from rates per 100,000 to rates per total population
Processed Table –  this table is the annual output data scaled up by the total population figures
[Disease]_0 – the subsequent tabs are the output data by each disease. 

For the incidence results, the additional tabs are those presenting the cumulative results:
Cum_Base_Table – this contains the raw output cumulative data by disease and scenario in rates per 100,000
Cum_Population_Scaling – these values are the population values used to scale up the output data from rates per 100,000 to rates per total population (same as Population Scaling)
Cum_Processed_Table  –  this table is the cumulative output data scaled up by the total population figures
Cum_[disease]_0 – the subsequent tabs are the cumulative output data by each disease.
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
